Grab your paints, glue, and other craft materials, and learn more about ancient Egypt, as you… MAKE HISTORY! You are about to discover how artifacts have helped archaeologists learn more about the ancient Egyptian civilization.
As a class, we will recreate a museum exhibit that will be available for public viewing at the Enrichment Fair in the spring. Our museum will enable people to explore a collection of Egyptian artifacts for inspiration, learning, and enjoyment. To begin your project, select an artifact to replicate from the list below.  You may also research your own idea.  After researching your artifact, you will create a giant trading card using all of the requirements. Finally, you will use your creativity to make a 3-D model of the artifact to display along with your trading card. Together we can inspire others to learn more about the ancient Egyptian civilization!

Steps to Follow for the Project:
1. Choose an artifact to research.  

2. Use 2-3 resources to research and gather as much information as you can about this artifact. If you cannot find enough information, then please select a different artifact.   

3. Now it is time to create a giant trading card.  
Requirements of Trading Card
_____ 8.5” x 11” in size, all words should be typed (This is important!  The trading cards will be placed in frames this size.)
_____Bold Title (name of artifact) 

_____Photograph(s) or picture(s) of artifact with caption

_____ Detailed description  

_____ Think like a curator: use your artifact to understand, explain, and present history. What story does the artifact tell? What documents, and what stories from your research, helped you to understand what the artifact meant to the people of the past? How can you tell visitors to your exhibit what you've learned? What did you learn about the ancient Egyptian civilization through your research?  Remember to use your own words!
4. Now recreate the artifact using any available supplies.  Perhaps you can reuse some items in your recycling bin!  Use your imagination and create a project that is museum worthy. :)

5. Be prepared to share your work in class.  It will then be displayed at the Hammond Enrichment Fair on May 16th.
